What is the Graphical Patient Profile (GPP)?

Patient Profile: 0021-022

The GPP is a visual display of a
subject’s clinical data over time
within Data Central, including
domains such as:

Adverse Events
Exposure

Labs

Vitals




What is the Graphical Patient Profile (GPP)?

GPPs are configurable by study,
allowing you to group and chart
data, which helps you to quickly
spot trends or issues.

You can have as many GPPs per
study, as needed.

To view the data in a
table format, click the
View Data icon.
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Parts of the GPP

v" Profile Name: Where you select the profile you want to view
v Header: Identifying data for selected patient

v" Defined Charts:
o BEvents: Includes a start and end date

o Findings: Includes a start date and normal ranges

Icons

Purpose

New Profile: Use to create a new profile from a blank slate.

Copy Profile: Use to copy a current profile from which you can then make edits.
Delete Profile / Group / Chart: Use to delete a profile, group, or chart.

Add Group: Use to add a new group, such as Labs or Vitals.

Reorder Groups: Use to move groups after the groups have already been added.
Save Profile: Use to save any changes made as a profile is built or edited.

Configure: Use this to enter or exit configuration mode. Solid icon identifies it is in
Configure mode; Outline icon identifies it is in User mode.

Maximize / Restore: Use to maximize or restore the GPP window.
Close: Use to close the GPP window.

Edit Chart: Use to access edit mode for a chart. Only displays when in Configuration
mode.

View Data: Use to open the listing for that chart for selected patient.




Tooltips

Tooltips are available by default but can also be
customized.

Standard tooltips include:

+ Events: Value from Y-axis and date(s)

* Findings: Value
Custom tooltips include what you choose to add from
that domain:

+ Use the @ symbol and then start typing the name of the
field to include.

» Use <br/> for a line break
- Add the name of the field before the @ symbol
* For example:

Term: @[AETERM] <br/> Serious? @[AESER] <br/> AE Start:
@[AESTDAT] <br/> AE End: @[AEENDAT] <br/>
Relationship: @[AEREL] <br/> Action: @[AEACN]
